Wealthwood Rod and Gun Club
Shotgun field rules

1. All guns must remain open until you are on the firing line and |t is your turn to shoot.
Guns may be closed while on the gun rack.

2. Guns chambered for 12 gauge or smaller may be used.

3. Ammunition:
A shooter may not use any load with a velocity greater than 1290 F.P.S. with a
maximum shot charge of 1 1/8 ounces or 1325 F.P.S. with a maXimum shot
charge of 1 ounce or 1350 F.P.S. with a maximum shot charge of 7/8 ounce
or less as measured in any individual shot shell. Number 7 1/2 is the largest
shot size permitted for lead or composite non toxic shot. Number 7 for steel
shot is the largest size permitted.

4 Targets and scoring:
a. Once a squad comes to the firing line to shoot, all unnecessary talking should
cease so the puller can hear the shooter call for the target.
b. A broken target is one that has a visible broken piece or one that is reduced
to dust. The scorer shall declare all targets 'lost' or 'dead'. All shooters when on
the firing line should be looking down range at all targets. The shooter may not
call his/her own target lost or dead. One or more of the members of the the squad
has to call a target that has been miscalled by the scorer. The scorer has the
final say.
c.A dusted target is a target from which there is a puff of dust but no visible piece
is seen. This is not a broken target.
d.A target is 'lost' when the target appears promptly after a contestant's
recognizable command and is within the legal limits of flight and the contestant
voluntarily does not fire.
e.If an illegal or broken target is shot at, the result shall be scored. You may refuse
to shoot at an illegal or broken target. _
f.A soft load, where the wad does not clear the barrel, will not be scored and
another bird will be thrown.
g.If when shooting pairs and a machine or gun malfunction occurs on the second
bird, the results of the first bird shall be scored. A second 'proof* pair will be
thrown to score the second bird.

5.8quads:
It is the responsibility of the squads captain to have his/her members on the
firing line at their determined times. In order to run the squads through without
any delay to the other squads, all members should know their times and
dates on which their squad will be shooting will be shooting. Please be ready
